3.14 Permission is granted for Minor Division Teams to play Exhibition games within BC Hockey providing both 

Teams are members of BC Hockey. 
Exhibition games involving Minor divisions teams shall be subject to the following: 
a) Minor division team may play exhibition games with another BC Hockey member Minor 

division team.  Games involving two BC Hockey registered Minor division teams are to be 
reported to the appropriate District Director(s) 

b) Games involving a Minor division team and either a Senior or Junior division team require 
the permission of the BC Hockey President 

 
 
The following explanation was provided by Joe McDonald, District Director: 
 
Teams involved in the VIAHA district structured leagues (ie. Island League, Atom Dev, Female, Mid-Island and 
South) will be approved thru the individual league ‘Managing Director/Commissioner’ as they will be monitoring 
and assigning game numbers for any exhibition games. 
 
Teams not involved in any District structured leagues (ie. Campbell River vs Comox Valley), should there not be 
any Commissioners assigning game numbers for cross-border MHA exhibition games, then they will be required 
to seek approval and game number from their respective District Vice President prior to any exhibition game being 
played.
